
The park unit is located within the Southern 
Piedmont physiographic region of South 
Carolina as designated by the national 

Partners in Flight program. The park protects 
a diverse variety of habitats including: 

riparian-small stream floodplain forest, oak-
hickory forest, mixed shortleaf pine-hardwood 
forest, abandoned loblolly pine plantation, and 
several stages of early successional habitats 

including: old fields, shrub-lands, and 
maintained grass areas. Though the habitat at 
this park unit has been altered and impacted 

by man over time, a good diversity of breeding 
bird species still remains.
