The Tusayan Route (Purple Route), a part of Grand Canyon National Park’s
visitor transportation system on the South Rim, provides shuttle bus service
between the gateway community of Tusayan and Grand Canyon National Park.

Grand Canyon National Park’s shuttle system is free; however, visitors entering the park
from Tusayan via the shuttle bus must present a valid park entrance pass. Entrance
passes may be purchased at park entrances or at the following Tusayan businesses:

The Tusayan Route shuttle stops in Grand
Canyon National Park at Canyon View
Information Plaza. There visitors can connect
with the in- park shuttle bus system, which
serves many South Rim attractions,
viewpoints, and visitor services.

Canyon View Information Plaza includes the
ranger- staffed Grand Canyon Visitor Center,
the Books and More bookstore, and
restrooms. Mather Point and the park’s

Greenway and Rim trails are within a short
walking distance of Canyon View
Information Plaza. Rental bicycles are also
available. Wheelchairs may be checked out
from the visitor center.
