General Information 

Backcountry camping requires a free permit available from Crescent City Information Center, Thomas H. Kuchel Visitor Center (near Orick, 
Calif.), and seasonally from Hiouchi Information Center. Camp only at designated backcountry camps (inquire at visitor centers, visit 
www.nps.gov/redw, or call 707-465-7335 for locations and more info.) or at dispersed sites on Redwood Creek gravel bars per conditions 
of a valid permit. No pets. Proper food storage required. 

South of Orick, Calif. Dry Lagoon has six seasonally avail. walk-in environmental sites with pit toilets, picnic tables, fre pits, and bear poles. 
No pets. Register and pay $20 fee at Patrick’s Point SP kiosk. Stone Lagoon has six boat-in sites avail. year-round on frst-come, frst-served 
basis with picnic tables, fre pits, bear boxes, and pit toilet. Self-register and pay $20 fee at Stone Lagoon VC. Call 707-677-3570 for info. 

Unless specifcally prohibited (such as South Fork boat launch site), primitive camping is allowed throughout Six Rivers National Forest and 
Smith River National Recreation Area. Use of campfre, stove, barbecue, and/or gas lantern requires a free permit available from the U.S. 
Forest Service offce in Gasquet, Calif. or Crescent City Information Center. Camp at least 1 mile from developed campgrounds. Pack-out 
all trash; bury human waste 6-8 inches deep and 100 feet from water; store food and scented items properly. Call 707-457-3131 for info.
