Terrestrial

Trees: cottonwoods, green ash, boxelder, elm, and juniper in
woody draws, riparian areas, and various other native and
introduced species in shelterbelts.

Shrubs: upland shrubs like big sagebrush, silver sagebrush,
and yucca, and others like buffaloberry, chokecherry,
plum, and willow found primarily in woody draws and
shelterbelts.

Grasslands: short grasses like buffalograss and blue grama on
plains; mid grasses like western wheatgrass, needle
grasses, sideoats grama; and tall grasses like prairie
sandreed, prairie cordgrass, and big bluestem.

Aquatic
Open Water: occurs in streams, stock ponds, and reservoirs.
Marsh: primarily cattails and bulrushes around stock ponds.
Shorelines and Riparian Areas: bare ground around reser-
voirs and along streams.

Special
Prairie dog towns: occur locally throughout area.
Cliffs and steep banks: badlands, stream cut-banks, and
gullies.
Cropland and weed patches.

Buildings, bridges, and various structures: developed areas
and private land.
