Groceries and £as are available in each of the above communities along U-24 and U-12 except 
Caineville. The nearest store and service station are in Torrey (11 mi. W) and diesel fuel 
is available there. Diesel fuel and propane are available in Bicknell, Loa and Hanksville 
Most general stores carry some camping supplies in addition to groceries. NOTE: Some gas 
stations and grocery stores may be closed on Sundays. Please inquire locallyT" 

Ice is available at nearly all gas stations and general stores in the area. There are 
laundromats in Torrey, Bicknell and Loa, and showers may be purchased in Torrey and Loa. 
The nearest laundromat and showers are at the Red Cliff Oasis store in Torrey. 

The Rim Rock Ranch (8mi. W) offers guided 4-wheel drive tours into Capitol Reef and the 
surrounding area. 

The nearest complete medical facilities are in Richfield, 75 miles west of the park, but 
there is a medical clinic located in Bicknell, 19 miles west (phone 425-3202). 

Auto towing is available from Torrey (phone 425-3728), Loa (phone 836-2343) and Hanksville 
(phone 542-3206). Auto repairs may be obtained in those communities as well as Bicknell and 
Hanksville, and there is an auto parts store in Loa.
