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WHAT IS THE COLORADO PLATEAU?
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OVERVIEW
The Colorado Plateau is a vast land of
relatively horizontal rock layers situated
between the Rocky Mountains and the
Great Basin of Nevada. Encompassing
150,000 square miles (492,000 km), an area
the size of Montana, the Plateau is centered
around the four corners of Utah, Arizona,
New Mexico, and Colorado and includes

Colorado National Monument.

The Colorado Plateau consists of mesas,
pinnacles, and arid tablelands.
This land is deeply etched and dissected
by the incredible canyons of the Colorado
River and its tributaries.
