Death Valley is the hottest and
driest places in North America, yet
it is home to over 1000 species of
plants and 440 species of animals.
The Park encompasses over three
million acres and ranges in
elevation from 282 feet below sea

level to 11,049 feet above sea
level. This provides a variety of-
habitats in which plants and
animals have become established.
Although most of Death Valley’s
plant and animal species can be
found growing in other places,

there are a few that exist only in
the Death Valley region and
nowhere else in the world. These
are referred to as “endemic” to
the area.
