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% Against the majestic background of Pikes Peak, 
the Colorado Petrified Forest stands, today, one 
of the great wonders of the geologic eras—a fascinating 
remains of the prehistoric "Age of Mammals." Here 
at 8,200 feet above sea level, thousands of visitors see 
proof each year that the giant Redwoods of California 
once grew in the Rocky Mountain region. 

Surrounded by an immense timberland, the Colo­
rado Petrified Forest, two miles south of Florissant, 
Colorado, contains the world's largest petrified stump 
above ground. Oligocene fossils more than 50,000,000 
years old are found in the beds and many are pre­
served at the park museum. Visitors may also see 
countless specimens of pre-historic life from the beds— 
the largest variety in any one field—including strange 
insects, extinct marine life and unusual flora. 

Excavations, still underway, are revealing even 
more petrification — more educational and interesting

scientific marvels—beside the lava fields, fossil beds, logs and 
stumps already open to the public. In fact, the entire forest is 
a veritable paradise for fossil-hunters. 

Discovered in pioneer times, the Colorado Petrified 
Forest was once the site of a huge inland ocean—haven of 
the dinosaurs. Today, the park is a modern vacationland in
