birds of Gila Cliff Dwellings National Monument

is based on previous documentation of abun-
dance (A). The list is separated into three categories.
Common (C) birds may be seen daily as a solitary bird
or in small groups. Uncommon (U) birds are more rare,
and likely to be seen on a monthly basis. Rare (R) birds
occur in the park a few times a year.

This list of the approximately 100 most common

Habitats (H) are also separated into three categories.
Riparian (R) birds can be found in or along water bodies
that include vegetation such as walnut and ash. Wood-
land/Chaparral (WC) areas include the oak and juniper
woodlands above the cliff dwellings. Coniferous forests
(F) make up the north-facing slopes of Cliff Dweller
Canyon.

The diverse environment of the American southwest
provides vital habitats for birds across the seasons (S).
Birds that do not migrate are considered Year-round (Y)
residents and can be seen at any time of year. Summer

(S) residents are at the park roughly during June—August.

Winter (W) residents occur during colder times of year.
Migratory (M) birds may be seen at various times as
they briefly pass through the park on their way to other
habitats.
