Pets are not allowed on trails. Leaving a pet unattend-
ed is prohibited.

4. TFires may only be builtin provided metal fire rings.
Fires must be extinguished when not attended.
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Only dead wood on the ground may be collected for
use as fuel for campfires within the park. Standing
trees or shrubs, alive or dead, and trees/shrubs that
are still attached to the ground may not be collected.
Chainsaw use is prohibited without a permit. Check
