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Summary Overview

Three issues from calendar year 2022 deserve special note.

Bright Angel Limits: The park continued to impose a 50% limit at Bright Angel
Campground while repair of the campground’s sewage treatment plant took place.
This reduction is expected to remain in place through February 2023 after which
use limits will return to normal.

COVID-19: While COVID-19 continued to be an important issue throughout the
world and affect foreign travel, overall public dedication to backpacking adventures
remained strong. Grand Canyon National Park and its backcountry remained open
for hiking throughout the year.

River Use Numbers: Calendar year 2022 was the final year for the park providing

special accommodations for river use that had been displaced due to COVID-19 in
2020.
