Harpers Ferry Supplies the
Union Army

Tons of food, clothing, and am-
munition for the Union army were
delivered by the Baltimore & Ohio
Railroad and stored in Harpers Ferry
in reused armory buildings. Mule
and wagon train convoys, some-
times 11 miles long, delivered the
goods to Union soldiers fighting in
the Shenandoah Valley. These supply
lines were in constant danger of
Confederate guerrilla attacks.
