One Student Conservation Association
(SCA) crew will be working in the park
July 29- August 27, 2008. Two supervi-
sors and six students will spend this
month constructing approximately
1800 feet of historic Virginia worm
fence on School House Ridge - South
Battlefield, along the Perry Orchard
site. The students will begin by clearing
all woody vegetation from the exist-
ing wire fence line, cut the wire fence
into sections and remove existing steel
posts to prepare for the installation of
the worm fence. Once the construc-
tion of the fence is complete, grass
seed will be planted and thatched by
the crew.

These students are 15 to 18 year old
high school students from across

the country who sign on for 30 days
labor to improve our environment
and preserve state, county and federal
lands. They receive credit towards
volunteer/community service hours to
enter college. The project was made
possible through a cooperative agree-
ment between SCA and the National
Park Service.
