The Heritage Center contains the National
Homesteading Museum, an award winning film and
access to the 1867 Palmer-Epard Cabin, an original
settler’s home. The Education Center provides lifetime
learning with curriculum-based education programs, the
technology to bring programs to classrooms across the
country and special exhibitions. The Farm Implement
Room and a picnic area are also located at the Education
Center. The Freeman School is a historic oneroom
schoolhouse in use until 1968. Over 3 miles of trails
meander through 150 acres of restored tallgrass prairie
and oak woodland. Special events and ranger-led
activities are scheduled throughout the year.
