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In 1964, the site was designated a National Historic
Landmark to protect and preserve one of the best
remaining earthlodge village sites in the Northern Plains.

Today, the Hidatsa Village remains a site of profound spiritual,
cultural, and archeological importance. Visitors can access
the village site from a short quarter-mile trail located at the
north end of the park.
