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INTRODUCTION 

This bibliography was prepared for the National Park 
Service as a Han and the Biosphere (MAB) project. It is 
intended to serve as a reference voluae for Big Bend 
National Park (BBNP) and the Chihuahuan Desert. References 
and abstracts are given for published and unpublished 
scientific reports for the Big Bend National Park Biosphere 
Reserve in Texas and in the northern Chihuahuan Desert in 
Mexico, Texas, Arizona, and Nev Mexico. 

The purposes of this bibliography are to (1) provide a 
reference volume of citations and abstracts, from 9 
disciplines, for research conducted in BBNP and the northern 
Chihuahuan Desert, (2) serve as a data base from which to 
summarize the kinds of data available for BBNP Biosphere 
Reserve, and (3) encourage interdisciplinary research. 

Citations were obtained from four sources: (1) 
bibliographies provided by personnel of BBNP, (2) commercial 
computer based literature searches, (3) a review of 
literature cited in published and unpublished reports, and 
(ft) replies to requests for references from 125 scientists 
in the U.S.. Mexico, and Canada. References of all work 
done within BBNP are abstracted in the first section of the 
bibliography. Abstracts or summaries, when available, were 
copied from the original paper; othervise we wrote them. 
Chihuahuan Desert references, in English, are in the second 
section of the bibliography; Spanish language entries are in 
the third section. 

Entries in this bibliography are placed into one or more 
of 9 disciplines: aquatic systems, archaeology, climate, 
geology and paleontology, history, soils, terrestrial fauna, 
use and effects, and vegetation. All entries are cross-
referenced by discipline. For example, if a reference 
contains material on aquatic systems, terrestrial fauna, and 
vegetation, the entry occurs in each of those sections. 

An index of key words is provided for readers who will 
not have access to the computer tape. The key words are 
listed according to discipline and to subsection of the 
bibliography in which they occur. 

He used a FAMULUS computer program to input, store, and 
retrieve citations for the bibliography. The program was 
developed by personnel at the U.S. Forest Service Pacific 
Southwest Forest and Range Experiment Station. With this 
program additions can be made to keep the file current, the 
data base searched for keywords, and a copy of the desired 
references obtained. There are a total of 3612 citations on
