Fort Street Bridge Interpretive
Park Hosts Pollinator Week Event

Interpretive Park in southwest Detroit.

New organizations that have signed
our Pollinator Pledge were announced
at the event, including Friends of the
Rouge, Friends of the Detroit River,
the Wildlife Habitat Council and the
Downriver Delta Community Develop-
ment Corporation.

At the conclusion of the program, the
Wildlife Habitat Council led a planting
activity for the volunteers gathered at
the park’s rain garden.

The event received excellent media
coverage, including a feature on
WDIV-TV Local 4.

Highway Signs Celebrated at
Ford Piquette Avenue Plant

Just prior to Memorial Day week-

end, the traditional beginning of the
tourism season, MotorCities hosted a
celebration of our 14 highway signs
and the re-opening of many of our
partner attractions at an event at the
Ford Piquette Avenue Plant in Detroit.
The highway signs have already had

a significant impact on awareness for
MotorCities, contributing to the more
than doubling of website pageviews in
2020 and the increase to over 400,000
pageviews in 2021.

Michigan Auto Heritage Day and
Awards of Excellence

Representatives from the Winners of the Motor-

Shores, who accepted the award in the heritage
tourism category for the attraction’s new visitors
center; and Dr. Paul Draus, Professor Sociology,
University of Michigan-Dearborn and a member
of Fort-Rouge Gateway (FRoG) Partnership, who
accepted the award in the revitalization category
for the building and opening of the Fort Street
Bridge Interpretive Park in southwest Detroit.

In November, MotorCities presented
its 2021 Awards of Excellence during
its eighth annual Michigan Auto Heri-
tage Day celebration at the R.E. Olds

Transportation Museum in Lansing.

The winner of the award for Revital-
ization was the Fort-Rouge Gateway
(FRoG) Partnership for the Fort
Street Bridge Interpretive Park in
southwest Detroit. The park, which
opened in October 2020, remembers
the Ford Hunger March on March 7,
1932 and the five workers killed —
one of the most significant events
leading to the creation of the United
Auto Workers union. The historic Fort
Street Bridge, central to the march,
was decommissioned in 2013, and a
new bridge was built in its place. The
FRoG partnership worked for almost
a decade to ensure the history of the
Hunger March, the significance of the
former bridge and its importance to the
region is now recognized at the park.

The winner of the award for Interpre-

tation and Education was the Detroit
Historical Museum for their “Body
by Fisher” exhibit. The exhibit, which
opened in August, explains the iconic
company’s complete history of build-
ing automotive bodies, including its
founding by the Fisher Brothers, later
acquisition by General Motors and its
dissolution in the 1980s.

Finally, the winner of the award for
Heritage Tourism is the Ford House
in Grosse Pointe Shores for their new
Visitors Center, which opened in
May. The attraction’s first expansion
in over 90 years, the 40,000 square-
foot building offers a new restaurant,
four event spaces, exhibition spaces,
expanded program offerings and
breathtaking views of Ford Cove.

In addition, Congresswoman Debbie
Dingell was honored with MotorCities’
annual Milestone Award. She has been
a stalwart supporter of MotorCities
from its beginning, when she headed
the General Motors Foundation. In
that role, she helped secure the launch
of the heritage area in 1998 and built
a strong partnership with GM which
continues to this day. After that, Dingell
served on MotorCities’ Leadership
Council and now chairs the group.
Since her election to the U.S. House of
Representatives in 2015, she has con-
tinued her support by sponsoring two
reauthorization bills, culminating this
year in H.R. 5044, a bill to reauthorize
the MotorCities for 15 more years.

MotorCities At Home Series
Continues

Our popular series of MotorCities At
Home virtual programs continued its
momentum into its second year. An
outgrowth of our Speakers Bureau,
whose launch was stopped in its tracks
by the pandemic, the series presented
seven more programs during 2021.
Response remained strong for each
session on Zoom and Facebook Live,
particularly for programs on partner
sites like Ford House, Stahl's Automotive

Collection, the Michigan Firehouse
Museum and Meadow Brook Hall.

Friends of Highland Recreation
Area: Received a mini grant funding
the ongoing renovations of the Gate
House originally built as part of Edsel
and Eleanor Ford's Havel Hill estate.
