Backcountry Sanitation Only water obtained from park water systems
can be assumed safe to drink. All water from

streams, lakes or other natural sources must be
boiled for one full minute or filtered through a
one micron filter before it is used. Wash your-
self, dishes, and clothing at least 100 feet from
a lake campsite, trail, or stream.

Backcountry toilets are available at Mosquito
and Chapel Beach campgrounds. Please do not
throw trash in backcountry toilets. To dispose
of human waste at other locations, select a
spot at least 100 feet from any trail, campsite,
or water. Dig a shallow hole 3 to 6 inches

deep. Bury waste and paper. Groups should Please follow Leave No Trace camping ethics.
