
Registration Policy Rules & Regulations 

• All guest are required to stop in office upon 
arrival to complete check in. 

• Once you've completed the check-in 
procedure you are welcome to set up at 
your site after our 11:00 AM checkrin time. 

• Sites will be sold starting at 9 am but will 
not be vacant until 11AM 

• If you wish to extend your stay, notification 
to the office is required by 2pm the day 
prior to original departure date 

• Check in / Check out 11 AM 
• No Generators 

Late Arrivals / No Show / Cancelation 

Reservation cancelation policy 
31+ days prior to arrival: $20 processing fee 

30-20 days prior to arrival: 75% Refund 
19-8 days prior to arrival: 50% Refund 
7-0 days prior to arrival: No Refund 

• Guest arriving after hours must check the 
office window for available sites 

• Late registration form needs to be 
completely filled out and dropped in box 
prior to setting up camp at available site. 

• Guest with reservation can set up at 
reserved site but must check in at office in 
morning. 

• Cash and check payments should be placed 
in registration envelopes and put into drop 
box. If paying with card, do so the following 
morning. 

• Notify office of late arrivals and 
cancellations. Unoccupied site with no 
notification will be cancelled after 2qhrs 
with no refund.

• Campsite Capacity: 1 Camper/Trailer OR 1 
Camper/Trailer and 1 Tent OR 2 Tents. 
Maximum of six (6) people per site. 

• No more than two (2) vehicles and one (1) 
boat/ORV trailer allowed per site. 
(Additional parking maybe permitted) 

• Camps are set within boundaries, not 
protruding in roadways or other sites. Non 
compliance will result with second site fee. 

• Campfire in rings only. Do not damage/cut 
any vegetation from park to use for 
firewood. Completely put out fire before 
leaving with ample water or sand. Do not 
burn plastic, glass, cans, or any garbage 
within park. 

• Following items prohibited from park: 
generators, chainsaws, fireworks, sky 
lanterns, air guns, bow & arrows, slingshots, 
drones, political/promotional signs. 
Firearms stay unloaded and remain in 
vehicle at all times. 

• Quiet hour: upm - 7am 
• Trash in designated trash bins only Leave 

your campsite clean on departure. 
• No dish washing with water faucets. 

Dispose of grey water and sewage at 
appropriate dump station. 

• All pets on leash at all times. Never leave 
pet unattended. Pick up waste. Must be up 
to date on vaccines. 

• No subleasing campsites 
• Park reserves rights to evict anyone found 

breaking rules. Management assumes no 
responsibility for accident, injury, or loss of 
property.
