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Theodore Roosevelt Island Is located In the Potomac 
River within sight of Georgetown, the John F. Ken­
nedy Center for the Performing Arts, and the Lincoln 
Memorial. "TRI," as It Is known, has approximately 88 
acres of near-mature and young second-growth 
deciduous forest, march, swamp, and open areas. 
Several miles of small roads and paths permit visitors 
to reach every part of the Island with relative ease. 
"Little Island," which Is linked to TRI by a sandbar at 
low tide when water In the Potomac Is low, Is other­
wise Inaccessible by land and has no paths. Access 
to TRI Is from the northbound lanes of the George 
Washington Memorial Parkway on the VIrginia shore 
of the Potomac River. Free public parking Is 
provided. Motor vehicles are not permitted on TRI. 

Opportunities for good birding are available 
throughout the year. The greatest number of dif­
ferent species Is present and are best observed In 
spring and fall migrations. 

This list contains just under 200 specie~ of birds which 
have been observed on or from TRI. It Is based on the 
observations and reports of a few birders and Is of­
fered with the hope that Its publication will en­
courage more birders to visit TRI and report their new 
finds.
