American Indian Religious Freedom Act, Public Law 95-341,” as codified in 42 USC Section 1996;
and the National Park Service Policy on Native American Relationships Management, the
Superintendent authorizes the collection of the following natural products in the following quantities
and under the following circumstances for the express purposes of Public Law 95-341.

e THIS SECTION IS BEING RESEARCHED AT THIS TIME

36 CFR §82.2 - WILDLIFE PROTECTION

(2) The feeding, touching, teasing, frightening or intentional disturbing of wildlife nesting,
breeding or other activities:

e The Marine Mammal Protection Act PROHIBITS boats from approaching within 100
yards of marine mammals including dolphins, which includes “herding” the animals
e The Endangered Species Act PROHIBITS harassment of sea turtles

(3)(b) Hunting and trapping. (1) Hunting shall be allowed in Park areas where such activity is
specifically mandated by federal statutory law:

o Wildlife, such as deer, pigs, and fish, which is legally taken from outside the boundaries
of the Park, MAY be transported through the Park in an expeditious manner. This will
usually entail the hunter or fisherman transiting the park via Marine Corps Drive. Those
doing this transporting will need any and all supporting documentation required of the
Government of Guam, such as hunting permits, animal tags, licenses, etc.

(e) The following areas are closed to the viewing of wildlife with the use of an artificial light:

e There are NO restrictions at this time

36 CFR 82.3 — FISHING

(a) State fishing law and/or regulation do not apply in the following areas:

The Government of Guam solely manages all fishing in and around the island. In the Park, fishing is
generally for subsistence and traditional use for personal consumption (See Map B)

1. Asan Beach Unit: There are three politically separate areas / entities offshore or submerged
e Both the area belonging to the Federal Government (exclusive of the Marine

(d)(4) In accordance with federal statutory law, commercial fishing is authorized in the
following areas, under the conditions noted:

e Commercial fishing in the Park is PROHIBITED, per a Memorandum of
Understanding between the Park and the Government of Guam

(d)(8) Fishing is permitted within 200 feet of the following swimming beaches, surfing areas,
public boat docks, motor road bridges, and water sport rafts or floats:

e There are NO designated swimming beaches, surfing areas, public boat docks, etc., so

fishing IS permitted anywhere EXCEPT in the Marine Protection Area, where it is
PROHIBITED (See Map B)
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(e) Fishing in salt waters with net, spear or weapon, (not in compliance with state law) are
authorized in the following areas only:

e Fishing within the Marine Protection Area is PROHIBITED (See Map B)

36 CFR 82.4 — WEAPONS, TRAPS, AND NETS

(a)(2); (a)(2)(i) Weapons, traps, or nets may only be carried, possessed or used as provided for
in parts 7 and 13; and at the following designated times and locations where the taking of
wildlife is authorized by 82.2 or the taking of fish is authorized by §2.3:

e Possessing and using any weapon, trap, and/or net within the Park except as authorized
by the Territory, for the taking of fish and other wildlife from the water is PROHIBITED

e Target practice with weapons in the Park is PROHIBITED

36 CFR 82.11 — PICNICKING

Areas Closed to Picnicking:

e All areas of the Park are OPEN to picnicking

Conditions for Picnicking:

e Picnics involving groups of 25 or more people WILL require a permit
e Trash and related cleanup WILL be performed by picnickers

36 CFR 2.13 — FIRES

(a)(2) The lighting or maintaining of fires is generally prohibited, except as provided for in the
following designated areas and/or receptacles, and under the conditions noted:

Designated Areas:

e Fires on the ground (“camp fires”) in the Park are PROHIBITED

e Fires using wood, briquette, gasoline, and propane-type fuels ARE permitted

e Fires used for Park and/or Government of Guam maintenance and “cleanup”
activities ARE permitted

e Fires in receptacles in the Park ARE permitted

e Fires created / utilized by Park staff for official purposes WILL be in accordance with

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(8)(2) The following restrictions are in effect for the use of stoves or lanterns:

e Stoves ARE permitted in the Park
e Lanterns ARE permitted in areas of the Park which are open to the public after dark

(b) Fires must be extinguished according to the following conditions:

e Leaving fires unattended in the Park is PROHIBITED
o Allfires in the Park WILL be extinguished when no longer being used

(c) High fire danger closures will be in effect as noted:

e The Park and/ or its users WILL adhere to any and all “High Fire Danger” warnings and
restrictions as issued by the Government of Guam

36 CFR 8§2.14 — SANITATION and REFUSE

(3)(2) The use of government refuse receptacles or facilities for dumping household,
commercial or industrial refuse, brought as such from private or municipal property may be
allowed under the following conditions:

e Dumping household, commercial or industrial refuse in Park receptacles is PROHIBITED

(c)Conditions for the disposal, containerization, or carryout of human body waste have been
established for the following:

e Disposing of human waste in the Park, other than in restrooms, is PROHIBITED

36 CFR §2.15 — PETS

(8)(1) The following structures and/or areas are closed to the possession of pets:
e All government buildings, restrooms, and related structures are CLOSED to pets
e All caves and related historical structures and objects are CLOSED to pets
e All pets WILL be under physical restraint
()(3) Pets may be left tied to an object under the following conditions:
e Tying pets to any object under any circumstance in the Park is PROHIBITED
(a)(5) Pet excrement must be disposed of in accordance with the following conditions:

o Pet excrement WILL be removed from the Park by the pet owners

(b) Where hunting is allowed, the following conditions apply for use of dogs for support of
such activity in accordance with Federal and State laws:

e Hunting, trapping, and harvesting all land animals (including but not limited to deer, pigs,
carabao, birds, land crabs, coconut crabs, and bats) in the Park is PROHIBITED
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36 CFR 82.17 — AIRCRAFT and AIR DELIVERY

(a)(1) The following areas have been designated pursuant to special regulations for operating
or using aircraft:

e Landing of aircraft, helicopters, or by parachute is PROHIBITED except by permit

e Static displays of aircraft, helicopters, and parachutes WILL be allowed by permit
¢ Nothing in this section will preclude using the Park during an emergency incident

36 CFR 82.20 — SKATING, SKATEBOARDS and SIMILAR DEVICES

The use of roller skates, skateboards, roller skis, coasting vehicles, or similar devices are NOT
allowed in the following areas:

e Asan Bay Overlook

e Liberator's Memorial
e Piti Guns Unit

36 CFR §2.21 — SMOKING

(a) The following portions of the park, or all or portions of buildings, structures or facilities are
closed to smoking:

e Smoking in government buildings, restrooms, and vehicles in the Park is PROHIBITED

36 CFR 8§2.22 — PROPERTY

(8)(2) The following describes areas where property may be left unattended for periods longer
than 24 hours, and/or the conditions under which property may be left:

e Geo-caching in the Park is PROHIBITED. All geo-caches will be considered unattended
and abandoned property and will be removed

e There are NO areas where property may be left unattended for longer than 24 hours

e This section does NOT preclude a vehicle or trailer from being left when unable to be
moved due to mechanical problems and which are being actively repaired

36 CFR 8§2.62 — MEMORIALIZATION

(c) A permit is required for the scattering of ashes from cremated human remains, or in the
following designated areas without a permit, and/or according to the following conditions:

e Scattering of human ashes from lawful cremation WILL require a permit

e Human ashes will ONLY be dispersed in or along the ocean’s edge

(d)(1) Vessels may not create a wake or exceed 5 mph in the following areas:
e There are NO restrictions at this time

(e) Operating a vessel not propelled by hand within 500 feet of a designated swimming beach:
e There are NO areas designated as swimming beaches

(h) The following sites are designated for the launching or recovery of vessels using a trailer:

e There are NO areas within the Park designated for the launching or recovery of vessels
using a trailer

() The following areas/sites are designated for the launching or recovery of vessels
propelled by machinery:

e There are NO restrictions at this time
() Vessels must meet the following size, length or width restrictions:

36 CFR §3.20 — WATER SKIING

(a) The towing of persons by vessels is permitted in the following areas under the terms and
conditions noted:

e Towing of persons on the “reef flat” in the Park is PROHIBITED. The reef flat is the
shallow area near shore, inside of the reef crest as defined by breaker waves

36 CFR §3.21 — SWIMMING AND BATHING

(a)(2) The following areas are closed to swimming and bathing:

The following roads within the Park are OPEN to public use although restrictive times may be
imposed when necessary. All other roads including unpaved and service roads are CLOSED
to the public for motor vehicle use

e Marine Corps Drive, Highway #1, in its entirety, throughout the park

e Backroad to Piti Guns Unit

e Mt. Tenjo / Chachao road (this is NOT to be confused with the unpaved “old jeep road,”
which is CLOSED

e Paved access roads leading to:

(b) The following routes and/or areas, desighated pursuant to special regulations, are open
for off-road vehicle travel under the terms and conditions noted:

e There are NO roads open strictly for off-road vehicle travel

(c)(1) Track-laying motor vehicles, or other motor vehicles equipped with a similar traction
device may be operated on the following routes under the terms and conditions noted:

e There are NO roads open strictly for track-laying vehicles, or other motor vehicles
equipped with a similar traction device

36 CFR 84.11 — VEHICLE LOAD, WEIGHT AND SIZE LIMITS

(a) The following load, weight and size limits, which are more restrictive than State law, apply
to the roads indicated under the terms and conditions, and/or under permit as noted:
