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Blanche K. Bruce

Born into slavery, Blanche K. Bruce
became a US Senator during
Reconstruction. Senator Bruce
opposed the Chinese Exclusion Act
and supported Native American
rights. Afterwards, he served as

the Register of the US Treasury and
championed Booker T. Washington's
Tuskegee Institute.
