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The Fishermen's Trail travels (distance) around Start Fort 
Pond and is marked by yellow blazes . The trail provides 
access to the pond at several points, but fishermen who go 
off-trail to the water's edge should be wary of snakes or 
stinging insects. 

Rules and Regulations 
Fishing is allowed at the Star Fort Pond from dawn to dusk on 
Wednesdays, Fridays, and Saturdays from April 1 to 
November 1. Anglers 16 years or older must possess a valid 
South Carolina fishing license. Daily limits are twenty 
bream, three channel catfish, and three largemouth bass 
(twelve inch minimum length). Snagging of fish and fishing 
with live minnows is not permitted. Alcoholic beverages and 
firearms of any kind are not permitted on the lake property. 

Please be a good steward of the resource and remember to 
pack your belongings, food, and trash with you when you 
leave. We would like for the Star Fort Pond to continue to be 
a community favorite for generations to come, help us keep it 
clean and beautiful!
