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Kingsley Plantation

Zephaniah Kingsley, his African wife Anna,
and their three children moved to Fort

George Island in 1814 and established a
plantation. With an enslaved workforce
of about sixty, the Fort George plantation
produced Sea Island cotton, prized for its
very long fibers.

At Kingsley Plantation, you can see the
plantation house, kitchen, barn, and slave
quarters. A visit to Kingsley Plantation
takes you back into Florida's past. Come
