drawn by “S. D.” of the National Park Service Branch of Plans and Design, recommended by 

W.G. Carnes, Acting Chief Architect, 11/14/1933, and approved by Arno B. Camerer, Director 

on 12/28/1933. [Appendix A.] 

 

1933 

According to the National Register nomination for the historic district, correspondence files 

indicate that H. W. Baker was involved in developing “preliminary studies of the floor plans and 

elevation” for HS-03, but another letter “clearly indicates” that Edward D. Freeland developed a 

sketch of building. (Baker’s level of involvement with design decisions has not been confirmed.) 

The construction contract was awarded to Hot Springs Lumber Company. [Karsmizki, 

“Administrative and Utility Area NR Nomination.”] 

 

1934 

Built by Hot Springs Lumber Company, for $9,977.00 [Maintenance Department Files.] 

October 15, 1934. Plans completed for landscape planting at superintendent’s residence (HS-

03). Plans were drawn by “S. S.” of the National Park Service Branch of Plans and Design, 

recommended by W.G. Carnes, Acting Chief Architect, 10/23/1934, and approved by Arno B. 

Camerer, Director on 11//15/1934. [Appendix A.] 

 

April 6, 1934. Contract let to Hot Springs Lumber Co, for “two residences and a machine shop.” 

$19,475.69. (HS-03, HS-06, HS-11) [April, 1934 WICA Superintendent’s Monthly Report.]  

 

August 11, 1934. HS-03 completed, per plans and annual report. [Appendix A.]; [June 7, 1934 

WICA Superintendent’s Monthly Report.]  

 

1939 

June 30, 1939 and July 15, 1939. Plans drawn for a sunroom addition to HS-03. Plans were 

drawn by “Kreinka, M.P.” of the National Park Service Branch of Plans and Design, 

recommended by Howard W. Baker, Regional Landscape Architect, 9/21/1939, and approved 

by Thomas J Allen Jr., Regional Director on 9/23/1939. [Appendix A.]

January, 1941. Completion of basement at Superintendent’s residence (HS-03). Report may 

have been prepared by J. Estes Suter, Acting Superintendent. [February, 1941 WICA

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November, 1941. Sunroom built. Foreman James C. Johnson assigned to Wind Cave to be in 

charge of building construction, sunroom, Superintendent’s Residence (HS-03). [December, 

1941 WICA Superintendent’s Monthly Report.] 

 

1949 

Value $28,600. [Maintenance Department Files.] 

 

1951 

June. Replaced hot water plant and modernized piping system [Maintenance Department Files.] 

Insulation blown into structure. Detected from old photo that shows pattern in stucco and 

recorded in property file. Property file reports fireplace had been pulling away from wall and was 

rebuilt (year of rebuild unknown.) [Karsmizki, “Administrative and Utility Area NR Nomination,” 

7.29.] 

 

1952 

May, 8 1952. Plumbing contract to furnish and install hot and cold water supply line with two-

way faucets, sewer hook-up for washing machine and dishwasher. [Maintenance Department 

Files.]
