Be it enacted by the Senate and IHouse of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled, That for the pur-
pose of establishing in the National Capital area a park for the per-
forming arts and related educational programs, and for recreation use
in connection therewith, the Secretary of the Interior is authorized to
establish, develop, improve, operate, and maintain the Wolf Trap
Farm Park in Fairfax County, Virginia. ‘The park shall encompass
the portions of the property formerly known as Wolf Trap Farm and
Symphony Hill in Fairfax County, Virginin, to be donated for park
purpases to the United States, and such additional Jands or interests
therein as the Secretary muy acquire for purposes of the park by
donation or purchase with donnted or approprinted funds, the sggre-
gate of which shall not exceed one hundred and forty-five acres.

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B: MANAGEMENT QBJECTIVES

Management objectives are derived from the
congressional intent in establishing the park,
as expressed in the legislative record, and
from National Park Service management
policies. The objectives describe the
conditions which will prevail when the park is
fully achieving its purpose.

Administration

The park is administered and managed
according to all laws, regulations, executive
orders, and policies applying to this unit of
the national park system.

Programs for protecting and preserving
resources, serving and protecting visitors,
interpreting natural and cultural values,
and providing administrative and technical
operations are done by a professional staff
operating with adequate funding and facilities
to meet the basic requirements of park
objectives and congressional mandate.

Natural Resources

Natural resources are managed for the
protection and perpetuation of ecological
systems and for the education and enjoyment
of the public.

Resources of the park are made available
for environmental research, education, and
other compatible uses through a program
of cooperation with federal, state, and local
governing bodies, educational institutions,

and regional, community, and private

organizations.

The park is protected from undue noise, air,
and water pollution and visual intrusions
through a program of environmental monitoring
and a program of cooperation with federal,
state, and local agencies, organizations, and
adjacent landowners.

Cultural Resources

Cultural resources have been professionally
identified, evaluated, and interpreted. Where
appropriate, a program of preservation and
management of resources has been
implemented.

Resources found to be significant are
nominated for inclusion on the National
Register of Historic Places and preserved from
loss or deterioration.

Visitor interest in the origin and character of
the performing arts is fostered through
programs of the highest level of excellence
that cover a full spectrum of the performing
arts.

Performances appeal to a diverse public and
provide entertainment and an opportunity to
learn about American cultural development and
creative ability.

The performing arts are enjoyed in an
informal, natural setting.



Visitors have the opportunity to make the
performing arts natural, familiar, and relevant
parts of their daily lives by participating in
informal interpretive activities and spontaneous
amateur events.

Visitor Use and Interpretation

Opportunities exist for the public to enjoy a
wide variety of the park's resources for
outdoor recreation activities.

Visitor programs enhance opportunities for
rewarding and educational visits.

Recreational and interpretive use of the park
is done in a manner compatible with performing
arts activities and within the ecological
limitations of the specific area.

Visitor Protection and Safety

Emergency and law enforcement services are
performed by . qualified personnel of the U.S.
Park Police.

Visitor health and safety is protected through
a program of planning, administration, and
operations, which meets or exceeds federal and
state standards.

Planning and Construction

All public facilities are accessible to
handicapped persons.

Access to and circulation within the park is
compatible with the resource base and park
objectives, makes maximum use of .available
alternative means of transportation, and
minimizes vehicle and pedestrian safety
conflicts.

New construction is programmed when
necessary to meet the basic operating needs of
the park in achieving its objectives and
congressional mandate.

New construction is architecturally harmonious
with the natural and cultural setting and
designed and built with the most suitable
materials and equipment to conserve resources
and protect the environment.

Commercial Services

Commercial services are provided by the
private sector through a system of business
licenses, concessions management programs,
and cooperative agreements.

it
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As the nation's principal conservation agency, the Department of the
interior has basic responsibilities to protect and conserve our land and
water, energy and minerals, fish and wildlife, parks and recreation
areas, and to ensure the wise use of all these resources. The
department also has major responsibility for American Indian reservation
communities and for people who live in island territories under U.S.
